Camano Chapel Swim Suit Policy: 

Boys—Swim suits must be at or above waist line, 
not showing any underwear, boxers, etc. 

Girls—Swim suits must be 1-piece if to be worn 
without a shirt. 2-piece swim suits are allowed if a 
t-shirt is worn over them. Tankinis are allowed. 

• Shorts and shirts must be worn at all meals, 
group  gatherings, and rides to and from camp 
or any other function, unless otherwise stated.  

• If at anytime a leader, counselor, or camp  
director deems a swim suit to be inappropriate, 
regardless of the above rules, student will be 
asked to either change or put a  t-shirt on over 
the swim suit.
